The Ukestock festival is organized by a
group of volunteers under the spirited
leadership of PeterPiet. In order to
ensure a smooth and enjoyable
weekend together, a limited number
of house rules are necessary:

The driveway of the venue must
always be kept clear.

For the campers near the harbour: quiet
hours start at 10 PM. On the farm:
Unamplified music is allowed outside
until midnight, after which it should be
quiet. Amplified music is allowed inside
until midnight. Unamplified music is
allowed inside after midnight.

It is preferred that you do not
bring your own drinks, and there
is no hard liquor. If you do bring
your own drinks, we expect you
to share them with everyone.

No alcoholic drinks for those

under 18 years old!

You must bring your own plate, cup,
bowl, and utensils. (There is a place
where you can do your dishes.) The
kitchen is only accessible for the
Ukestock staff.

The whole festival is based on
participation, Everyone is welcome
from Tuesday evening onwards.

Unfortunately, dogs are not allowed on
the farm (including portable ones),
due to chickens, ducks, cats, and other
dogs.

Note: There is no electricity
available for caravans and
campers, except for medical
reasons where there is 220 V
available.

This year there will also be a table in
the concert hall where you can bring in
and sell/swap your used ukuleles and
ukulele related things with each other.
